Dear Mr. Marriage, 

Q/ I would say my boyfriend 

and I have a good relationship.  

But he often ignores my calls, 

text messages, or ignores me 

all together when he is around 

his friends, especially if theyôre 

playing video games. What 

should I do? 

A/  First I would ask if you have 

clearly told your boyfriend that 

this bothers you.  Have you 

made it clear to him why this is 

important to you? 

It may come as a surprise to 

you that men often donôt see the 

need to be in constant contact 

especially when they are with 

their friends.  That, combined 

with ñOut of sight, out of mindò, 

can make you feel very ignored.  

I would recommend speaking to 

him directly and telling him that 

it is important to you that he not 

completely ignore you. Vocalize 

your concerns. However, for 

him, it may be very important to 

be able to enjoy himself  without 

being ñnagged.ò You will have to 

come to a solution that works 

for both of you. For example, he 

could tell you where he is, what 

he is doing and when he will be 

back. He could make sure to 

have special time for you and a 

separate time for his friends.  

For him , he should be able to 

have a time were he could 

enjoy himself without having to 

constantly check his phone. 

However, if this problem persist, 

it may be a deeper issue.  If you 

are trying to communicate, but 

he is unresponsive or even 

refusing to communicate, I 

would encourage you to take 

the next step.  Our PREP 

program would be a good place 

to start.  This program teaches 

communication and listening 

skills to couples in order to 

better solve problems.
